4. Regulations

The races will be conducted according to the regulations based on the rules of the UIM organization.

a) The races will be held in the determined location. The total length of the race course is 1609 m. Four starts. Summary record out of three heats.

7. Training

The information will be presented on the board of races.

8. Fees

The start fee for sportsmen above 16 years old, who register in advance, is 100 LTL. The start fee for the juniors, who register in advance, is 50 LTL. The sportsmen have to complete special registration forms of participants and submit them before 20 August. The start fee for the sportsmen, who submit the registration form after 20 August, is 150 LTL.

9. Prizes

The winners of the 1st-3rd places will be awarded with cups and medals.

10. Protest

The protest regarding the boat, engine or sportsman’s qualification has to be lodged after the meeting of sportsmen. The protest regarding the results has to be lodged in the seat of judges not later than one hour after the results are announced. (UIM 403.01). The protest fee is 400 LTL.

11. Jury of races

The jury consists of the races’ chairman Sigitas Matulevicius and committee’s chairman Darius Maliauka.

12. Alcohol and drug-taking

The sportsmen well be tested using the alcotester and drug-taking test, according to the UIM Rules, on the set time. The team will also be tested.

13. Documents for the races

· Pilot’s license

· Measurement certificate, engine homologation 

· Medical examination

· Insurance policy (each sportsman must have personal insurance policy for the minimal amount of 10 000 LTL)

14. Depot

The participants settle in the open air, in the place meant for this purpose, not far from the shore. The boats, engines, trailers and sleeping gears are stored in this depot. The depot fee is not applied.

15. Knocked down buoy

The fine of 200 euros is applied for the damaged or knocked down buoy.
